Rather we always interpret the headlines through Scripture!

Review from Daniel 9:24-27

Vs. 24 - 70 “Seven-year-periods” (heptads) for God to deal with Israel

Vs. 25 - 69 "Seven-year-periods” will happen from 445 B.C. to A.D. 32

Vs. 26 - After this time, Messiah will be “Cut off” (put to death)

Vs. 27 - Another “ruler” will make and break a covenant with Israel in the middle
of the final "seven”
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as the series continues

Around 168 B.C., Antiochus
Epiphanes sacrificed a pig on the altar of the Temple, but we know this was not
the abomination Daniel spoke of, because 200 years later Jesus predicted that it
was still a future event. What other views of subjects like Anfichrist, the Tribulation,
the Rapture, etc. have you been exposed toe Respectfully discuss as a
group...(it's okay to disagree with Pastor Jeremyl).

4. What was meant by the principle of not interpreting the Scripture in light of the
headlines, but instead interpreting the headlines through the lens of Scripture?
