1. The to Sonship — divine choosing of the descendants of
Abraham

2. The Glory — leading them with signs and wonders

3. The — Abrahamic, Mosaic, Davidic, etc...

4. The —the heart of God's Old Covenant relationship

5. The - signs and symbols pointing to Messiah

6. The — hundreds of prophetic commitments made by God

7. The — guaranteeing the human ancestry of Messiah

3. Read Romans 9:1-4 as a group. What insights do you gain about Paul’s
hearte How similar to Paul’s attitudes are your owne Explain...

4. Read Romans 9:4-5 as a group. Paul lists seven specific ways in which God
tried to prepare the Jews to receive the Messiah when He came. From
your own understanding of the Old Testament story, why did the Jews
largely reject Jesuse

5. Read Romans 9:6-14 as a group. In these verses, Paul emphasizes God’s
consistent activity of including the “undeserving” in His family and
kingdom, using Isaac and Jacob (both “second-born” sons) as examples.

who were weak, undeserving, or unlikely heroes of the faith?
- Why do you think God is so infent on making the point that only the
“poor in spirit” can inherit the kingdom?@

6. In Romans 9:13, Paul quotes Malachi as follows: “Jacob | loved, but Esau |
hated.” Can you remember the contextual explanation for this given in
the weekend message? Do you have any other thoughts or ideas about
this verse that weren’t covered in the message?
