Acts 1:8

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be
my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.

What is a Disciple?

1. A Witness tells what he .

The dictionary defines the word “witness” this way: “One who has seen or heard
something” and “One who furnishes evidence.” A witness is someone who can
say, “l know this is frue.” In a court of law a withess swears on a Bible and
promises to tell the truth, the whole fruth, and nothing but the truth. Witnesses tell
the truth, and if they are good withesses, that is all they do. A witness tells
nothing less than the truth—and nothing more either.

2. A Witness shares what he has .

Listen to the words of 1 John 1:1, “That which was from the beginning, which we
have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we have looked at and
our hands have touched—this we proclaim concerning the Word of life.” John
says, “I saw him, I heard him, | walked with him, | touched him.” Now listen o
verse 2: “The life appeared; we have seen it and testify to it, and we proclaim to
you the eternal life, which was with the Father and has appeared to us.”

3. A Witness is anyone who with the Holy Spirit in telling others
about Jesus.

God invites us to cooperate with the Holy Spirit in telling others about Jesus. This
is God'’s job description for every Christian. When we do our part, we may be
sure that the Holy Spirit will do His.
