> (Isaiah is confronted with the truth about God
and Himself)

Isaiah 6:5

> (Isciah admits his own sin)

Isaiah 6:6-7

> (Isaiah declared righteous at the altar)

[saiah 6:8

> (Isaiah becomes confident in his calling)

Take-Aways:
- God does not call the qualified...He qualifies the called
- Aslong as we have breath in our lungs, God has plans for our lives
- We will never feel truly fulfilled until we step out in faith and obey

Think again about Isaiah’s personal conversion and calling as a prophet (6:1-8). As
you consider the progression from guilt to grace —in what specific way(s) can you
identify with Isaiah’s testimony?¢ (Review message notes from Sunday if needed...)
