5:18), what are the specific
differences that come to mind?

If “being continually filled” with the Spirit is a command to be obeyed
rather than a condition to be asked for in prayer — how do we, in practical
terms obey that command?

Would you agree or disagree with the following statement: “The filling of
the Holy Spirit is not about how much of the Spirit we have in us — but
about how much of our lives we are yielding to His influence.” Explain your
perspective...
