The flesh wants to 

hoard and control – but our new inner man/woman is united with the Holy Spirit 

and is generous like God. How do we walk in conformity to our new nature rather 

than in conformity to the flesh in this area of generosity?

How does it feel to know that at 

the core of your new heart, you are righteous like Jesus is? How can you begin to 

walk more in step with that new, righteous nature?
