other). Discuss...

4. Looking at the chart offered under Myth #3 on the message notes, why s it
so important for us to see the parallels between how His Story begins and
how it ends? Why does understanding this actually matter for us on a daily
basis as we live here currently on earth? Discuss...

5. Why is it important for us to realize that we will continue to function as human
souls with individual identities and new glorified bodies throughout eternity, as
opposed to just being “absorbed” into God or the universe as some cults and
religions teach? Discuss...
