3. What do the titles of Jesus (such as “Lion of Judah” and “Lamb who was 

slain”) tell us about His nature and role in God’s plan? Discuss… 

 

4. From chapter 5, what can we learn about worship and adoration of the 

Lamb that can translate into the way we worship Him today? 

 

5. Discuss the interplay of God’s sovereignty and the redemption 

accomplished by the Lamb in this passage. How does this shape our 

understanding of salvation? 

 

6. Revelation 5 points toward the final victory of Christ. How does this 

eschatological perspective give us hope in our current struggles or 

circumstances? Discuss…
